Activity 6.5

One of the challenges for individuals, as well as the agencies they work for, is to have a good understanding of the background context of the situation they are working in, particularly when this might be rapidly changing.
This Activity requires you to research and develop a reasonable understanding of the background context of working for either a UN operational agency, or for an international NGO, in support of refugees or internally displaced people working in areas affected by a current conflict. 

Since Activity 1.2 you have been following three complex emergencies. Use the resources below to locate current information relevant to your three events.  To your chart developed in Activity 1.2 and Activity 3.1 now add the implications of these current events to the security management strategy which the humanitarian agencies working in the field may need to adopt to maximise the safety of its national and international staff as they carry out their mandated work.
